Re: The "Coverage Gap" Between National and Battleground Media

In the past few days, the gap between what the national press corps is writing and focusing on and what actual voters in
battleground states are reading is larger than usual. This is extremely important to note because according to recent polls,
the majority of Americans consume their news from local and regional newspapers and local television news programs.
One survey found that only 19 percent of respondents regularly read a national newspaper while 64 percent regularly read
a local newspaper. Please see below a sampling of the "coverage gap" that currently exists.
